On Tuesday, September 28, 2010 approximately 450 educators from across the state gathered in Cromwell for the second annual SRVI + Math = Student Learning Conference. Teams of district leaders attended the conference to gather information and tools to support the implementation of scientific research-based interventions in their mathematics classrooms. Concurrent sessions covered content areas that focused on developing the infrastructure necessary to expedite implementation of Connecticut’s Framework for Scientific Research- Based Interventions (SRBI). Practitioners at both the elementary and secondary levels used the sessions to share strategies and tools they are currently using. Topics included: 
· The LD Guidelines-SRBI Framework Connection, Assessments, Goal Setting, and Instructional Strategies, Implementing SRBI in Middle School 
· Administrative Perspective on SRBI in the Mathematics Classroom 
· Using Assistive Technology to Adapt Math Instruction, Core Instruction and Differentiation for Acceleration, and Cultural Responsiveness, and Accommodating ELLs 
Exhibitors whose educational products are used by Connecticut districts were on hand to provide additional information. Partnering organizations, including ATOMIC, were also available to discuss their resources and ways they could support districts in the development of an implementation plan.
